After the start of the full-scale invasion, he continued his activities as a Chaplain and volunteer in the SVD (Synodal Administration
of Military Clergy) of the Orthodox Church of Ukraine. He has been awarded medals, certificates and thanks from military units.

ABOUT THE LOVING TEMPLES OF GOD

“Sanctify, O Lord, those who love the beauty of Your house: Glorify them all with Your Divine power” (words taken from the Ambo
prayer). For whom does the Holy Church pray so fervently? For whom does she care so much?

For the benefactors of the holy Temples, for those who, out of love for them and their beauty, do not spare their sacrificial offerings
for their decoration. What a wonderful prayer! Virtue is visible: it is to build and decorate the Temples of God!

Many episodes of the earthly life of the Savior are connected with Herod's Temple. From the Scriptures we see that Christ opposed
the misuse of the Temple, which was turned into a place of commerce. He recognized and defended the sanctity of Temple
premises. For Him it was the house of the Lord — not simply Herod's Temple..

The main idea of the Temple is that it is and always has been a place specially designed for the conduct of Services, which is treated
as sacred; in a narrower sense, a Temple is a building erected and dedicated solely for sacred Rites and Ceremonies.

Temples were never considered places of ordinary public assembly. They have always been sacred spaces, consecrated for the most
solemn Ceremonies of a certain system of worshiping God.

In ancient times, the nation of Israel stood out from among all nations by building sanctuaries in the name of the living God. This
service was required of them in a special way by the God Whom they served.



The Exodus from Egypt is the event that begins the history of Israel as a nation. It was only after they left Egypt with its idolatry, that
they were tasked with preparing a sanctuary in which God could manifest His presence and manifest His will as their recognized
Lord and King.

The Temple of God is an earthly Paradise: for a Christian, being in the Temple of God is the same as being in Heaven. In the Temple
of God, the Heavenly Ones serve invisibly with us. The grace of God here!

Come here joyful and your joy will be sanctified and doubled! You feel in your heart that God is the only source of the greatest joy.
Come here oppressed with sorrow, and you will receive comfort and joy. Come here exhausted by labors and burdened with
troubles, and you will receive here the renewal of strength, cheerfulness of spirit and lightening of the heavy burden of your life's
cross. In the temple of God, a person is spiritually born to a new, righteous and godly life.

The Temple of God is a place of sanctification and blessing of those who are going to marry, have children and create a Christian
family. The Divine Liturgy is held in the temple of God, where we Christians partake of the Body and Blood of Christ.

The Temple of God is the place of the Funeral service and the entry of a Christian into eternal life. In the Temple of God, the Church
always prays for those for whom no one can pray: for the living and the dead. The Temple of God is a holy place, the House of God.
Almost all Churches in our country were created and decorated with the zeal and generosity of Christian souls. The last words of
poor widows and generous donations of rich people were spent on this holy work.

Donors were deeply aware that they were performing a great and God-pleasing service. Pay attention to what bliss awaits the
beautifiers of the holy Temples. Not only the earthly Church prays for them, but also the heavenly Church. The Mother of God
herself cares for them. And if they fall into any sins, the Mother of God intercedes for them before God, so that He will give them
time to repent.

As in ancient times, so also in our time, the covenant people consider the construction of Temples to be a labor that requires special
treatment. It is clear that the Temple is more than a Chapel or a Church, more than a Synagogue or a Cathedral. A Temple is a
building that is built as the House of the Lord, a sacred Place of the closest communication between the Lord and His holy
Priesthood, dedicated to the highest and most holy Rites.

Moreover, to truly be a holy Temple that God accepts and acknowledges as His Home, this offering must be made at His request. In
addition, both the gift and its sender must be worthy.
