THE DATE OF PASCHA

Why is there such a difference in dates of celebrating Pascha.

We should say that In the first centuries, Christians in the East and Christians in the West celebrated Easter on different dates.
Easter is considered to be the most important holiday. After all, the whole essence of Christianity lies in this day. and each year the
date of Easter changes, because the holiday is considered movable. Also, the date of Easter is calculated every year according to the
lunar-solar calendar.

It should be remembered that at the First Ecumenical Council in 325, it was established that the Christian Easter should be
celebrated on the first Sunday after the full moon that follows the vernal equinox.

The date is calculated according to this principle. First, the spring equinox is taken, i.e. March 21, then we wait for the first full
moon, and then the next Sunday is the date of Easter. When we take the Julian calendar as a basis, there is a problem in that the
spring equinox, according to the calendar, does not coincide with the astronomical phenomenon of the equinox.

Therefore if, for Western Christians the vernal equinox coincides with the real equinox on March 21, then for Eastern Christians this
gives an error and the equinox occurs on April 3.

For example, if the first full moon after the vernal equinox falls on April 3, then Catholics and Protestants will have an early Easter,
and the Orthodox will have to wait for one more lunar cycle and then it will be a late Easter. That is why there is such a gap.

Therefore, according to Church rules, the Jewish Passover must be first, and then the Christian Passover", because the Jews use the
lunar calendar, that is, they have a year, it is not when the Earth revolves around the sun, but it is a set of 12 months, which are
calculated according to the lunar calendar and a year in it consists of 355 days.

According to the Julian and New Julian calendars, the date of Easter can fall between March 22 and April 25 according to the Old
Style (i.e. from April 4 to May 8). The difference between the dates of Easter according to the Eastern and Western traditions is due
to the difference in the date of the church months and the difference between the solar calendars (13 days).

And it happens that, for example, the Catholic Easter comes earlier than the Jewish one. From the point of view of Orthodox and
generally Christian logic, this is wrong.

At the moment, a joint Catholic-Orthodox commission has been created, which includes representatives of the Vatican and of the
Ecumenical Patriarchate, who are developing a calendar reform, the goal of which is to carry out the reform by 2025, the 1700th
anniversary of the First Ecumenical Council, which set the date of Easter, so that Orthodox and Catholics, Eastern and Western
Christians, celebrate on the same day.

It should be taken into account that the Gregorian calendar has its advantages, because it is more astronomically accurate, but it
also has disadvantages in that, in some years, Catholics celebrate Easter earlier than Jews celebrate Passover.

But there is still an important condition here, because according to the evangelical chronology, the Christian Passover comes after
the Jewish Passover, so the Christian Passover should be celebrated after the Jewish Passover and not the other way around.
Because according to the Gospel, Jesus was resurrected on the third day after the Jewish Passover.

The Evangelist John tells us about this: “Because it was Friday, therefore, in order that the bodies would not remain on the Cross on
Saturday, because it was Easter that Saturday...” Friday is “paraskevi” in Greek, which means preparation, i.e. the day before the
Sabbath, and Saturday was “a great day for the Jews” because it coincides with the first day of Passover (John 19:31).

Based on this Gospel account, it was decided that the Christian Passover must be celebrated after the Jewish Passover.
