Greetings to all of you on our Patronal Feast Day, the Feast of Holy Wisdom — Saint Sophia.

| wish all of you God’s abundant graces, blessings, and every good thing—peace and harmony in your families.

In 1962, our church was built and consecrated by Metropolitan llarion (Ohienko) in honor of Saint Sophia, the Holy Wisdom of
God. The parish itself was founded in 1926. Next year, we will celebrate the 100th anniversary of our parish. Our church is a replica
of the Saint Sophia Cathedral in Kyiv.

Some people think that our feast day is connected with the four martyr saints—Faith, Hope, and Love, and their mother Sophia. But
in fact, our patronal feast is connected with a Marian feast—the Nativity of the Most Holy Mother of God, and it bears the

name Sophia, the Wisdom of God. So, what is the connection between this Marian feast and Sophia — the Wisdom of God?

To understand the depth of this tradition, we should say that the idea of Sophia, the Wisdom, is based on biblical texts from both
the Old and New Testaments, as well as the Greek tradition related to the Wisdom of God.



In the Book of Proverbs (8:22-23), we read:

“The Lord created me as the beginning of His way, the first of His works of old. | was formed from everlasting, from the beginning,
before the earth existed.”

This text is associated with Wisdom that existed with God from the beginning of creation.

In the New Testament, in the First Epistle to the Corinthians, we read:

“...But by His doing you are in Christ Jesus, who became to us wisdom from God, and righteousness and sanctification, and
redemption...” (1 Cor. 1:30).

Here, Wisdom is identified with the incarnate Word—Christ Himself. For example, Origen emphasized that the name “Wisdom” is
the first and most beautiful name of the Son (Comm. in lohann. |, 22).

It's no surprise, then, that the first and greatest churches in Ukraine were dedicated to Sophia.

In Ukrainian iconography, there are two types of icons associated with the Wisdom of God, and they express our understanding
of Divine Wisdom.

1. The Novgorod Icon (15th century)

This icon is based on the text from the Book of Revelation, which describes the Son of Man:

“...clothed in a long robe with a golden sash around His chest... His eyes were like flames of fire... His feet like bronze glowing in a
furnace...” (Rev. 1:13-15).

Here, Sophia is depicted as a fiery angel, the Word of God. Next to her are the Mother of God and John the Baptist, or
alternatively, the Apostles John the Theologian and John the Baptist.

Above them is Christ surrounded by angels, and God the Father (Lord Sabaoth).

2. The Kyiv Iconographic Tradition — Image of the Saint Sophia Cathedral in Kyiv

This is a classic example of Cossack Baroque, rich in symbolism and splendor.

In this icon, we see the Mother of God standing in an arch supported by seven pillars (referencing Proverbs 9:1:

“Wisdom has built her house, she has hewn out her seven pillars”).

On the seven steps (symbolizing Christian virtues: Faith, Hope, Love, Purity, Humility, Grace, and Glory), the Old Testament
prophets turn toward the Mother of God.

Above them is Lord Sabaoth with seven Archangels.

As we see, a number of texts from both the Old and New Testaments speak of Divine Wisdom as a characteristic of God that is
revealed in creation and perfect harmony.

The Psalmist David says:

“In wisdom You have made them all” (Psalm 104:24).

But in other texts, Sophia (Wisdom) takes on personal and divine traits:

She exists with God from eternity, before any creation (Prov. 8:22-26);

“She is anointed by God” (Prov. 8:23);

“She is with God during creation and participates as a ‘master craftswoman,’ skillfully shaping the world” (Prov. 8:27-31).

She teaches people wisdom, takes up residence in the Jerusalem Temple as the “tree of life” (Sirach 24:7-19),

builds a house with seven pillars (Prov. 9:1), and prepares a banquet for her children (Prov. 9:4-5).

This led the Church Fathers to see in Sophia a prophetic foreshadowing of the Trinity:

God the Father does not create the world alone. Assisting Him are:

Sophia-Wisdom,

The Son of God (the Second Person of the Trinity), and

The Holy Spirit (Gen. 1:2).

The New Testament directly identifies Sophia (Wisdom) with the Son of God—the Logos, calling Christ:

“The power of God and the wisdom of God” (1 Cor. 1:24),

and describing Him as:

“The radiance of God's glory” (Hebrews 1:3, cf. Wisdom 7:26).

Therefore, our Patronal Feast is closely tied to the Mother of God, specifically to the Nativity of the Most Holy Mother of God,
because she contained within herself the Wisdom of God—the Son of God, who became human, joined Himself to us, and became
like us in all things except sin.

She became that person—the Mother of God—who accepted God’s invitation.

Just as through a woman—Eve—came sin and death, so through a woman—the Virgin Mary—came salvation and redemption,
the eternal Logos.

As we read on Easter from the Gospel of John:

“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in the beginning with God. All things
were made through Him, and without Him was not anything made that was made.” (John 1:3—4
