Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Christ is Risen!

The Feast of Feasts and the Triumph of Triumphs—the glorious Resurrection of Christ—is drawing near. Pascha is the event that
leads us beyond the bounds not only of earthly life, but unites us with the Risen Savior. After the Prophet Moses led the people of
Israel out of Egypt, a feast called Pascha was established, which in translation signifies “passing over”, hence the Jewish feast of
Passover or Pesach. Just as the Hebrews were delivered from death in bondage and entered the Promised Land led by Moses, so we
Christians have attained eternal life through faith in our Savior, our Lord Jesus Christ, Who calls us to walk with Him on the path that
leads to the Resurrection.

On this path, we are preceded by those who have gone before us—the Saints, Martyrs, and Confessors, witnesses to the Christian
faith and to the Resurrection of Christ. They followed Christ, and their faith did not fail them.

Today, we place our faith in the victory of His Resurrection over death, of good over evil. Our defenders have gone forth to defend
their native homeland of Ukraine. Many have not returned, yet their sacrifice is not in vain; their memory shall endure forever in the
hearts of our people and in the remembrance of God. We offer prayers for our brothers and sisters in the occupied territories,
asking that, on the day when Christ loses the bonds of those in chains and opens the doors of those in captivity, He may visit those
held in Russian captivity; that He, Who leads us into the Light of the Resurrection, may help to find all those who are missing. May
Christ, Who is risen from the dead, heal our wounds and strengthen us even in our weakness.

And when we sign ourselves with the sign of the Cross, this is not merely a Christian symbol. From the earliest times, Christians
sealed themselves with the sign of the Cross, marking themselves with the victory of Christ over death. Through the Cross came
salvation; through the Cross came forgiveness and the remission of sins.

Dear brothers and sisters!

Today, we will talk about the Jewish Passover and the New Testament Passover. Also about the consecration of dishes and their
symbolism. During the time of Jesus, on the Jewish Passover, the followers of Moses gathered in Jerusalem to slaughter and eat the
Passover lamb. Passover is a memory of the Exodus, which freed the Jews from Egyptian slavery.

Today, the Christian Pascha, popularly known as Easter, unites Christ's disciples around their Lord - the true Lamb of God. It provides
a Communion with His death and resurrection, which saves humanity from sin and destruction.

Easter is, historically, a spring holiday of nomadic and domestic life. At first, Easter was a family holiday. It was celebrated at night,
under a full moon on the vernal equinox, on the 14th day of the month of Nisan.
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A young animal, born during the current year, was offered as a sacrifice to God in order to invoke His blessing on the herd. The
sacrifice was a lamb or a male kid without blemish , one year old,

taken from the sheep or from the goats (Exodus 12:5). The doorposts were sprinkled and greased with its blood, as a sign of
protection.

The meat was eaten so that nothing was left. Whatever was left was burned so that nothing of it remained until morning (Exodus
12:10). These features of nomadic and domestic life make it possible to show the very ancient origin of Easter. It is possible that this
was the same sacrifice to offer which, in the desert, the people of Israel sought permission from Pharaoh when they were slaves in
Egypt.

With this event, a later tradition connected the slaughter of the firstborn of the herd as the redemption of the firstborn of Israel.
What is most important is the coincidence of the Easter holiday with Israel's release from captivity. This Passover meal became a
memorial of the Exodus, the most important event in the history of Israel. It recalls the fact that God punished Egypt and freed His
faithful: “And it shall come to pass, when your children say unto you, What mean ye by this service? That ye shall say, It is the
sacrifice of the Lord's passover, Who passed over the houses of the children of Israel in Egypt, when He smote the Egyptians, and
delivered our houses” (Exodus 12:26-27). After the Egyptian captivity, the Passover s came to be a Holy Day for the Jews.
CHRISTIAN EASTER:

Crucified on the eve of the Sabbath, Jesus rose on the second day after the same Sabbath - the first day of the week. It is also the
first day when the apostles find their Lord, already resurrected, during the meal, which was a repetition of the Last Supper. That is
why faithful Christian communities gather on the first day of the week to break bread. That day will soon get another name: it will
be the Lord's Day, Sunday. It reminds Christians about the Resurrection of Christ, unites them with Him in the Eucharist and
introduces an atmosphere of expectation of His coming in glory.

In addition to these Sunday Easters, Christians have an annual Holy Day, which gives a new meaning to the ancient Jewish
celebration. The Jews celebrated their liberation from the foreign yoke and waited for the coming of the Messiah - the national
Savior. Christians celebrate Easter as their salvation from sin and death. They unite with Jesus crucified and resurrected to share
eternal life with Him, and direct their hope to His glorious Second Coming. On this night which, for Christians, shines like the day,
they gather in the Church to celebrate and commune of the Lamb of God, Who bears the sins of the world. The readings at this
time, describing the exodus from Egypt, acquire a new depth, and those who have accepted Baptism (which, in ancient times, was
celebrated by many precisely at this holy time), take the name “Christians”, symbolizing the people of God, freed from evil, who
have arrived at the Promised Land, the Kingdom of Heaven.

With Christ, they experience the Mystery of Easter, dying to sin and resurrected to a new life. That is why the holiday of Christ's
Resurrection, already at the dawn of contemporary human history, became the time most appropriate for the Holy Mystery of
Baptism, that is, for the resurrection of humans, in whom the Easter mystery is reborn and lives again. And in the eschatological
dimension, Easter - the Paschal mystery, is for Christians a participation in the death, resurrection and meeting with the Lord. This
earthly Passover prepares us for the final transition, to the Passover to the world beyond this Earth. Indeed, Pascha signifies not
only the mystery of the death and resurrection of Christ, not only the weekly and annual Eucharistic rite, but also the Heavenly
Banquet to which we are all headed. The Book of Revelation of John the Theologian directs our eyes to the Lamb sitting on the
Throne, illuminated by glory. He draws His martyrs to Himself uniting us for the joy of the final feast in the Kingdom of His Father,
where there there shall be no more tears or sorrow but only eternal joy in the Lord.

One of the chief traditions of this Holiday is the blessing of baskets. There is a list of what should and what should not be put in such
an Easter basket. Everything that we put in the basket has its own symbolism:

The PASKA - is a symbol of the Body of Christ. At the Last Supper, Christ took the bread, gave thanks, broke it and said: “This is My
Body, which is given for you”.

Pascha - EASTER - is a symbol of new life, a symbol of Christ's Resurrection from the grave. Tradition says that St. Mary Magdalene
brought an egg dyed red and gave it to the Roman emperor Tiberius and said: Christ is Risen!

SALT in the Bible symbolizes the connection between God and his people. It is not for nothing that during the Sermon on the
Mount, Jesus calls the disciples “the salt of the earth”. It was also considered a talisman, because a pinch of salt was taken on the
road, and an honored guest was greeted with bread and salt.

BUTTER and CHEESE, products gifted by nature, are symbols of love and care.

HAM and SAUSAGE - symbolize the sacrificial lamb, which was slaughtered by the father after the prodigal son returned home. It is
a symbol of the spiritual joy that comes from a person's fulfillment of God's will.

HORSE RADISH - is a herbaceous vegetable plant that is caustic and bitter in taste. Horse radish symbolizes the strength of the
human spirit after accepting the Mystery of Confession. There is a legend that they tried to poison Christ with horse radish roots,
considering them harmful because of their bitterness. However, this plant is, on the contrary, useful as a natural antiseptic, which
helps digestion.

WHAT CANNOT BE PUT IN THE BASKET:

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES: under no circumstances should you put them in the Easter Basket, because they are not mentioned in the
Prayers, where there is a list of products that are brought to God on Easter day for consecration. Wine, on the other hand, is



permissible, but not desirable, although it has a certain biblical symbolism. The faithful partake of the Christ's Body and Blood in the
form of the Bread and Wine which are consecrated during the Liturgy. In the Gospel, Christ called Himself the Vine and the Apostles
were the Vine dressers. Also, the first miracle of turning water into wine was done by Christ during the Wedding in Cana of Galilee.
However, there is is no prayer for the blessing of wine or other alcoholic beverages and only what the Priest may mention in these
prayers should be offered for the blessing.
